Last year’s annual giving campaign was
very successful raising $139,722, surpassing our
goal of $130,000. By reaching 98% parent par-
ticipation, we were given an additional
$10,000 challenge gift from the board of
trustees. This is a great accomplishment in a
very challenging year. | wish to thank everyone
who supported annual giving and also thank
the parents who have given their time and en-
ergy volunteering throughout the 2008-2009
school year. Your many hours of hard work and
dedication does not go unnoticed.

Powhatan is a strong school because we
live our mission “we learn not for school but
for life”. Everything we do comes from that
statement and from the five pillars of our mis-
sion; excellence (this year’s theme), civility
(last year’s theme), integrity, respect, and
service. The most important achievement of
last school year was the successful visit of a
VAIS team which reaccredited our school for
another five years. In their report, the visiting
team first and foremost noted the strength of
our faculty. They also complimented us on our
strong awareness of and commitment to envi-
ronmental stewardship, our dedication to a lit-
erature-based curriculum, the outstanding job
done in implementing technology both at the
classroom and administrative levels, our serv-
ice projects, our guidance and counseling pro-
gram, the smooth and effective financial
operation of the school, and our ongoing com-
munication among all school constituents who
share in our love and pride in Powhatan.

It was an excellent year. Much was been
accomplished. We published our Curriculum

Guide for distribution to parents and others.
We fielded two Destination Imagination teams
and an excellent Mathcounts team, all of which
did well at the regional level. Our NEAL pro-
gram continues to be the standard for an ecol-
ogy-based curriculum. The school strives to be
a good neighbor, and we have used our re-
sources and facilities to provide outreach op-
portunities in our community. We have had
great class plays, wonderful field trips, re-
markable musical programs, and a creative
arts fair.

Many of the wonderful things that happen
at Powhatan are costly. Like all good inde-
pendent schools, Powhatan relies on the gen-
erosity of its parents, grandparents, friends,
and alumni to supplement the annual tuition
and offer a superior program. The difference
between the actual cost of a Powhatan edu-
cation and the tuition is covered by volun-
tary, tax-deductible gifts through the Annual
Giving program.

This year, the school hopes to again chal-
lenge every member of the Powhatan commu-
nity to participate in what we hope will be
another historic campaign.
